Preparing the Large Group Teaching Room
During this unit, the children will visit King Henry and Queen Henrietta (of Story
Kingdom). The set should look like a castle (see Unit 3 stage picture on page 3).

• For a durable “castle,” cut the front gates and side turrets out of polystyrene and
paint them. For a more simple approach, draw/paint the gates and turrets on butch-
er paper. If you have a stage area and curtains, attach the castle outline to the cur-
tains. Hang a split sheet in the cut-out “gate” so that the Teacher and characters can
enter and exit through the gates. Otherwise, simply attach your castle outline to the
wall, and enter and exit from the sides. There should be an over-sized, crown-
shaped doorbell painted on the castle wall at the right side of the gates.

• Mindy Mirror engages kids throughout the lesson, helping to introduce music and
activities. Mindy can be drawn/painted on poster board (oval face, large eyes and
smile, curly hair) and cut out. Attach her to the upper right side of the gate near 
the doorbell.

• The royal game box is used to introduce materials for the activity, and should have
an easy-to-open lid. (Consider using the Silly Willy box from Unit 2). Use bright
colors and “royal” decorations (glitter, ribbons, fake jewels, etc.) to cover the box, if
desired. The Bible presentation tray can be decorated in a similar manner.

• King Henry and Queen Henrietta each have a throne, though Lesson 9 is the only
time two will be needed at once. Consider using regular chairs and covering them
in a shiny gold or silver fabric or an inexpensive tablecloth from a discount store.

Music and       Sound Effects
• The suggested songs are available on the Reach Up High and Touch the Sky CDs and the

lesson sound effects are included on the Fall Quarter Sound Effects #2 CD. (There are
two sound effects CDs for the Fall Quarter; be sure you pull the second one.) Make sure
a sound volunteer is prepared to cue up and play the necessary sound and music for
each lesson.

Helpful Hints
for Large Group Leaders
• Recruit the Teacher one to three weeks in advance to give him or her time to memorize

lines. In this unit, King Henry (Lessons 9, 11, and 12), Queen Henrietta (Lessons 9 and
10), Joshua (Lesson 10), and David and Goliath (Lesson 11), will need to memorize
lines and rehearse in advance. Daniel (Lesson 12) does not need to memorize lines, but
will need to run through the lesson at least once with the Teacher and King Henry. The
lessons will work best if the Teacher, King, and Queen are played by the same people
throughout the unit. If this is not possible, consider using the same person for the
Teacher and different people for the other characters. Since King Henry is not part of
Lesson 10, the actor who plays him could play Joshua in this lesson. David should be
played by a boy. The same actor could play Goliath in Lesson 11 and Daniel the next
week in Lesson 12.

• Since the same teaching area set-up will be used each week, you will want to store the props
in a safe place after each lesson so you will have them available for the following weeks.

• Depending on the number of children in your Large Group, you will want to consider
several options for reproducing the lesson artwork provided with this curriculum. For a
group of twenty kids or less, most of the artwork can be printed on regular letter-sized
paper and/or copied onto cardstock. For a larger group of kids, consider printing the
artwork and copying it onto an overhead transparency. Project the image onto a sheet
of poster board at the desired size and trace the image in marker. Or, for churches with
projection capability, the artwork files can simply be imported into PowerPoint and
projected on a wall or screen in the teaching area.

Helpful Hints
for Small Group Leaders & Administrators
• In Small Group, children will be given an opportunity to apply the Large Group teach-

ing to their lives. During Lessons 9 and 10, kids will view a “photo album” and engage
with questions about what it means to be patient and obedient. In Lesson 11, children
will play a matching game (like Memory®) with cards depicting different hard things
that God can help them do. Lesson 12 includes a bean bag toss activity that encourages
kids to ask God to help them make right choices.

• Encourage children to participate in the activities by joining in them yourself. For
example, if any activity calls for them to draw on paper, draw something yourself.
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
