(As the song slows down, ACTORS enter and sit among the comfortable, living room style furniture and with an easy quality begin to speak about the goodness of God, using the fullness of their voices. So much of the piece depends on communicating through your voice and working off each other.)
DENNIS:  God is good.  So good.

KATHY:  We say it all the time.

DENNIS:  At meals.

(Ending that list, KATHY returns to where she started.)

(The next two lines sound like one full sentence, DENNIS completing KATHY’S line.)

(New moment is created on the next line.)
